We will be:

· Learning lots of Nursery rhymes with actions.
· Learning Christmas songs.
· Learning to listen to and answer questions.

· Learning rhyming games.

Parents please would you:
· Sing some nursery rhymes together.

· Play rhyming games together. 

· Sing Christmas songs.

·  Listen to every day noises inside the house and outside and talking about what you can hear. 
	Physical Development
We will be:
· Learning how to hold, cut and snip with scissors safely.
· Using a variety of mark making tools including pencils, crayons, chalks, and paintbrushes.

· Developing our confidence when using the obstacle course.
· Making Christmas crafts including an Advent calendar, angels, stars, using mark making tools and scissors.

Parents please would you:

· Provide your child with opportunities to mark make at home, e.g; helping you to write the shopping list, drawing pictures.
· Provide your child with scissors to continue to snip and cut.
	Religious Education
  From Advent to Christmas.
We will be:

· Learning the main events from the Christmas story.

· Learning that Advent is a time of preparation for the birth of Jesus.

· Learning about the gifts baby Jesus was given and why.

· Discussing the meaning of present sharing at Christmas.

· Talking about the important symbols that relate to the Christmas story.

· Learning songs for and taking part in the school Nativity Play.

Parents please would you:

· Discuss the meaning of Christmas for you and your child.

· Come and watch our Nativity Play.

	Literacy
We will be:

· Learning how to write our name.

· Providing opportunities to write by making class books each week, writing about each story we are reading, writing Christmas lists, wish lists, Christmas cards and prayers for class prayer book.
Parents please would you:
·  Read with your child and encourage your child to look at the pictures and discuss together what is happening.
·  Encourage your child to write their name.

· Provide opportunities to write Christmas cards.


	Mathematics
We will

· Be counting to 5 and beyond.
· Start to recognise numbers.

· Learn the names and properties of 2D flat shapes.

· Learn to play a variety of maths games, e.g; snakes and ladders, number snap and bingo.
· Use number names accurately in play.
· Go on a shape hunt and notice similarities in the environment.
Parents please would you:
· Play games at home with your child, e.g; snakes and ladders snap.
· Ask your child to count everyday objects around the house, e.g; fruit, vegetables, crayons, Lego, cars, dolls.


	Understanding the World
We will be:

· Learning about Christmas being a special time of year and the significance of angels, gifts and stars.

· Learning about how we all celebrate Christmas and our different family traditions.
· Talking about our family and the special people that visit us at Christmas.
· Sharing how our house changes at Christmas with the decorations.

· Using the interactive whiteboard to see how people around the world celebrate Christmas.
· Using the mouse to make things happen on a computer.
Parents please would you:

· Come in and talk to us about your Christmas traditions and memories.

· Look at traditional Christmas books/stories.
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will be:

· Role playing all the big book stories we are reading, e.g; The Diwali story, The Owl Babies, How to Catch a Star and The Christmas Story.
· Using a variety of instruments to sing Nursery rhymes.

· Using props to retell the Christmas story. 
· Learning Christmas songs.
