	Personal, Social & Emotional development
We will be:

· Talking about Y1 and what might be the same/different after the summer holidays.

· Talking about ‘cooperation’ and celebrating our differences.

· Talking about making our own choices and the consequences that can follow our choices.

· Talking about knowing when to ask for help.

Parents please would you:
· Encourage your child to explain why they like/don’t like certain things. 

· Discuss the choices they make and their consequences.

	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Thinking about how different events, people or ideas can be connected together.
· Giving and following 2 or more instructions at a time.
· Voicing our ideas.

Parents please would you:

· Encourage your child to plan or remember everyday activities. This can be with you or for themselves (getting everything on the shopping list is a good one!)
	Physical Development 
We will be:

· Working on developing our small and large scale movements. 

· Talking about how we keep ourselves healthy and well. 

· Working on balance and knowing who/what is around us in different spaces. 

· Continuing to practise our handwriting.
Parents please would you:

· Talk with your child about the things you do that keep you healthy and well.
· Continue to provide your child with lots of opportunities to write and draw.


	Religious Education: Being virtuous

We will be:
· Learning about the story of ‘The Good Samaritan’ and why its message is still important.
· Talking about ‘being virtuous’ (showing forgiveness, following rules, showing kindness and respect to different people, knowing right from wrong, etc.).
· Celebrating our differences and learning about other faiths.

Parents please would you:

· Discuss with your child which rules/virtues you each feel are most important and why.

	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Talking about information books and making our own simple versions. 
· Using the contents page in information books in order to find information.

· Using all the knowledge we have gained so far in order to write full sentences with spaces between words and a full stop at the end.
· Reading!
Parents please would you:
· Continue to hear your child read their book each day.
	Mathematics 
We will be: 

· Working on addition and subtracting by counting out and moving objects around.
· Using everyday words that describe patterns, size, weight, capacity, position, distance, time and money.

Parents please would you:

· Play board games and other simple counting games.

· Practise counting backwards and forwards.
	Understanding the World 
We will be:

· Talking about similarities and differences by comparing objects, people & other living things and places.
· Learning about what makes different minibeasts special and how each lives.
· Practising our mouse and keyboards skills on computers.

Parents please would you:

· Have a look on YouTube and Netflix as there are some great animal and insect shows like ‘Minibeast Adventure with Jess’ and ‘Wild Kratts’ .

	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Learning some new songs about bugs and insects and changing the tempo and volume of them. 

· Exploring a variety of instruments and how to vary their sound.

· Creating pictures of minibeasts using chalks, crayons, paints and pencils and computer software. 

· Using construction materials to create our own minibeasts.
