	Year: 1 – Mr. James Fogarty                             Topic:  Rule of Three – Stories featuring three characters or events.                         Autumn A: 18th September 2020
This half term Year One will be learning traditional tales and will be focusing on stories featuring a trio of characters or events. Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support the work done in school.

	English:
This term we will be:
Learning about stories that feature a trio of characters or events. These will include;

· The Three Little Pigs

· Goldilocks and the Three Bears

· The Story of the Three Wise Men. 

· The Three Billy Goats Gruff

· Rumpelstiltskin
We will use these stories to;

· Write simple sentences that include full stops, capital letters, and finger spaces. 

· Apply phonics skills to our spelling. 

· Use describing words to label characters. 

· Use pictures to retell stories.

· Write instructions to complete tasks e.g., how to make a bowl of porridge. 

· Use lists to organise items. 
Parents please would you:

· Listen to your child read daily. 
· When reading ask questions to check for understanding. You can also stop and ask your child to make a prediction about what might happen next.

Books will get changed often but it is helpful to re-read books. Children are assessed frequently to make sure they are reading the right level books. Currently we are not using reading record books – so the only thing children will be bringing home is their reading book. 

At the moment we are sending children home with easier books – with the aim of boosting their confidence in reading. This will continue until we finish re-assessing them.
	Maths:
This term we will be: 

Focusing on number and place value before moving onto addition and subtraction.

Focusing on numbers up to 10 we will be;

· Counting, reading and representing with pictures, different amounts and numbers.

· Finding 1 more and 1 less than different amounts. 

· Counting on and back when starting at different numbers e.g., 4, 5, 6, 7, etc.

· Comparing amounts and groups of objects and describing them in terms of largest, smallest, larger, smaller, etc. 

· Ordering numbers in terms of size. 

· Using a number line to solve problems.  

· Learning addition and subtraction using number lines, pictures and physical resources. 

· Learning some number bonds by heart. 
Parents please would you:
· Practise counting with your child. Count to 10 and back. If this is easy then count to 20 and back. 

· Check to see if your child is writing numbers the correct way round and help them practise this. 
 
	Science:
This term we will be: 
Learning about materials.  We will do so mostly in the context of the stories we read. For example, what material would be best for building a house for a pig – would it be easily blown over. 
We will;

· Identify materials used in everyday items in our class. 

· Describe materials by their properties e.g., soft, hard, spongy, smooth, etc. 

· Experiment with magnets and metal. 

· Test materials for different properties e.g., water resistant, buoyancy. 

· Compare materials to each other. 

	ICT:
This term we will be: 
We will be using computer programs to support our learning in other areas. This will include;

· Sorting groups of objects into groups.

·  Creating artwork related to our topic books using computer programs. 


	
	
	
	Art /Design Technology:
We will be: 
Designing and building projects to accompany our topic books. 
We will learn how to;

· Select and use appropriate tools for different tasks. E.g., scissors, glues, tape, rulers.

·  Select the best materials for different purposes. 

· Learn about primary colours and using these to make secondary colours.


	Music:

In music this term we will be exploring sounds. Children will explore ways of using their voices expressively. We will sing whilst performing actions. 

We will learn different beats using body percussion, instruments and movement. 

We will have a drumming lesson every week. 


	RE: 
In RE this term we will be learning about the church. We will; 

· Identify and name some common objects found in churches. And explain why they are there. 
· Recognise and describe some religious signs and symbols. 

· Learn about the main rites and symbols of baptism and confirmation. 
	

	Information for parents:
· Year 1 has PE every Thursday. Children need to come to school in their PE kits. As the weather gets colder this should include some kind of cardigan/jumper. 

· We won’t be using reading record books – the only thing children will be taking home is their reading book. 

· In Year 1 our homework is daily reading with your child. Starting next week (Monday, 21st September) we will start learning spellings. You will receive the weekly spellings on Monday – the spelling test will be on Friday.  
· Three days a week Year 1 takes part in the daily mile walk. 
· For children’s birthdays we cannot accept anything to be given out. But we will have a celebration in class.
