	Personal, Social & Emotional development
We will be:

· Playing getting to know each other games.
· Reintroducing “The Golden Rules.”
· Playing turn taking games.
· Working as a team.
· Thinking about what makes a good friend.
· Talking about how we can help each other.

Parents please would you:

· Talk to your child about their day and see if they have made any new friends.
	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Listening to stories including “Dear Zoo” and “The Tiger Who Came To Tea” and talking about what makes a good listener.
· Sorting animals into categories: domestic and wild animals.
· Asking and answering questions about pets. 
· Listening to and creating rhyming songs.
Parents please would you:
· Talk to your child about different types of pets that we could have (domestic/wild animals).
	Physical Development 
We will be:
· Working on different ways to move e.g, fast/slow, stomping/leaping.
· Being able to jump and land safely, landing on two feet.

· Getting children to safely move around a space, being aware of things/people around them.

· Working on turn taking games.
Parents please would you:

· Practise different ways that we can move around.
	Religious Education: In the beginning
We will be:
· Listening to the Creation story and talking about how God is the creator of all things.
· Talking about how God loves us and wants us to be happy.
· Discussing how God wants us to be responsible for the world around us. 
Parents please would you:
· Talk with your child about how they feel God’s love.

	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Practising writing our name.
· Using our phonetic knowledge to support our writing. 

· Creating a ‘My fantasy Pet’ information book.
· Learning to read and write some high frequency words.
· Introducing weekly handwriting.
Parents please would you:
· Encourage your child to write their name and practise the high frequency word flashcards that we will be sending home.
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Recapping recognising numerals 1-5 and on to 10 and beyond.
· Counting three or more objects.
· Counting up and down using a number line.

· Sorting and talking about flat and solid shapes.
Parents please would you:
· Have a number hunt at home, see if child can identify numbers that are located around the home. 
	Understanding the World 
We will be:
· Discussing which animals can be kept as pets.
· Thinking about which animal they would like to keep as a pet.
· Talking about what animals need in order to survive.
· Finding out about  the role of a vet and role play being a vet.
Parents please would you:

· Talk with your child about what animals need in order to survive and thrive. 
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Using mixed materials to make tiger masks and dinosaurs.
· Practising using different instruments and exploring the different sounds they make.
· Designing and making party hats.
