	Year: 1                              Topic:  Spring – Water – Seas and Oceans           Summer Term A 2020
This half term Year One will be studying Water – Seas and Oceans. Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support the work done in school.

	English:
Our ideas for writing will come from responding to stories and poems. 
We will be:

· Focusing on using different sentence starters. 

· Giving our opinions on different stories and characters. 

· Using the conjunctions ‘and’, ‘but’, and ‘because’, to expand our sentences. 

· Expanding our vocabulary of describing words. 

· Recognising verbs, nouns, and adjectives

· Using scaffolds to write our own poems. 

Parents please would you:

·  Continue to remind your children about capital letters, full stops, and finger spaces. 
· Look closely at how children are forming letters. If you suspect that it may not be the correct way, then there are lots of YouTube videos showing correct letter formation. 

· Support your child in editing and improving their own writing. 

· Continue to practice spellings. 
	Maths:
This term we will be: 

· Continuing to learn about fractions. How to find and recognise halves and quarters of shapes and amounts. 
· Learning about position and direction. Make and describe simple patterns using shapes. 

· Revisiting measurement using irregular objects and starting to use a ruler. Compare the height and length of objects to each other. 

· Finding the difference between amounts. 

· Use our knowledge of place value to order, add, subtract, and compare numbers up to 100. 

In addition to the above we will refresh our knowledge and work towards instant recall of number bonds to 20. 
Parents please would you:

·  Sit with your child to offer support during any online maths lessons. 
· Use your best judgement in regards to the difficulty of maths you attempt. Most days, in addition to the white rose maths, I will provide an alternative activity which covers the same learning but in a more straightforward way. 
	Science:
This term we will be exploring the properties of water
We will be:
· Conducting experiments to test the solubility of different substances. 

· Using different materials to filter water. Making predictions as to which one will work best. 

· Describing what happens when water evaporates. 
· Testing how well different objects float.

· Looking at water in different states e.g. frozen, liquid. 
Parents please would you:
· Make predictions alongside your child. 
· Discuss the outcomes of different experiments. Listen to your child explaining what they make of results. 

· Support children in using the results of experiments to make statements. E.g. If the rock sings and the ball floats the rock must be heavier than the ball.
	ICT:
We will be using computer programmes to code simple animations. Using games to expand our coding ability. 
· We will be using Discovery Education – Coding. I will upload a video this week showing parents how to access this site. It can be used on IPad/laptops/desktop computers. 

· We will make moving pictures. 

· We will use block coding to make objects appear and disappear. 
· We will make a simple game. 
 Parents please would you:
· Be available to help children access the site. 
· It will reinforce learning if children after completing a task explain to you how they went about it.

	Geograhy:
We will be:
· Continuing to make maps including keys and symbols. 
· Learning the names of some different seas around the UK. 

· Learning about some island and ocean habitats. 

· Collecting facts about different animals and habitats. 

	R.E: 

From Easter to Pentecost

You will be supporting your child to learn about Easter and Pentecost.  

What happened at the Resurrection & why St Matthew believes Jesus was the Messiah.

· Worship on Easter Sunday.

· Pentecost & what it means to be a Christian.
