This half term Year One’s topic will be ‘Outer Space. We will be learning about aliens, space travel and other planets. Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support the work done in school.

	English:
This half-term we will be:

Reading stories that are set in outer space or have aliens as characters. 
We will use these stories to;

· Write sentences that include full stops, capital letters and finger spaces. 
· Describe characters appearance and personalities.

· Create and describe our own characters. 

· Describe settings for our own stories. 

· Write letters to and from characters. 

· Ask and answer questions in character. 

· Break stories down into parts (beginning, build-up, problem, solution, ending).
Parents please would you:

· Listen to your child read daily. 

· When reading ask questions to check for understanding. You can also stop and ask your child to make a prediction about what might happen next.
· Practise the weekly spellings and check what mistakes they have made when you get the test back on Friday.

· Check to see if your child is writing letters the correct way round and help them fix any mistakes they are making with this.  
Books will get changed often but it is helpful to re-read books. Children are assessed frequently to make sure they are reading the right level books. 
	Maths:
This half-term we will be: 
Learning more about place value and strengthening our ability with addition and subtraction. 

Focusing on numbers up to 100 and beyond we will be;
· Counting forwards and backwards from any given number. 

· Ordering numbers including non-sequential numbers. 

· Describing numbers in terms of hundreds, tens and ones. 

· Finding the difference between numbers and understanding what this means. 

· Building our understanding of how addition and subtraction are closely related. 

· Describing numbers as odd and even and understanding what this means. 
Parents please would you:

· Help your child log in to Doodle Maths. 

· Practise counting in twos, fives and tens. 
· Check to see if your child is writing numbers the correct way round and help them practise this. 

 
	Science:
This half-term we will be: 

Learning about different materials.  

We will;

· Identify and name different materials. 
· Describe the properties of different materials. 
· Sort materials according to their properties. 
· Select an appropriate material for a task. 
· Learn about some of the science behind rockets and space travel. 
	ICT:
This half-term we will be: 

We will be using computer programs to support our learning in other areas. This will include;

· Creating information books about outer space and planets. 
· Making short simple cartoons using a simple animation program. 


	
	
	
	Art /Design Technology:
We will be: 

Creating artwork and displays to support our topic. 
We will learn how to;

· Use paint in unusual ways to create effects. 

· Write and give instructions for art projects. 

· Plan ahead to create a display. 

	
	Religious Education:

This half term we will be: 
Learning about the period from Easter to Pentecost.

We will;

· Learn about the Resurrection and the Ascension

· Learn about what happened during Pentecost. 

· Role play some Bible stories. 
	History:
This half-term we will be: 

Learning about Neil Armstrong and the mission to the moon.  

We will;

· Learn about the life of a historically significant person. 

· Examine evidence to support a conclusion
