· Talk about choices that we make in terms of our behaviour – good choices and bad choices
· Look at baby photos together to talk about the children’s development

·  Talk about next year and where the children will be going to school 
	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Taking pride in carrying out small tasks carefully
· Joining in play with our friends and listening to each other’s ideas 
· Talking about our feelings if things go wrong and sorting out problems independently
Parents please would you:
· Encourage the children to be responsible for looking after their toys and helping at home 
· Talk about your feelings if things go wrong. 
	Physical Development 
We will be:
· Moving rhythmically to the beat
· Moving around the setting and avoiding obstacles

· Drawing pictures using 2D shapes to help us

· Understanding we eat a range of food, we brush our teeth, wash our hands, exercise to be healthy
Parents please would you:

· Draw pictures using simple 2D shapes
· Talk about how you are healthy and can make healthy choices at home
	Religious Education:
We will be:
· Learning about Discipleship, how Jesus was kind to all,  not only his friends

· what we love and wonder about our world. 
· Everyone shares in God’s world. Remembering, celebrating and responding to what we love and wonder about our world; God gave us this wonderful world. 
· Parents please would you:

·  Talk about your beliefs at home as a family whether they be religious or other values
· Explore your idea of a ‘Wonderful World’ what makes it wonderful to you?

	Literacy: 
We will be:
·  hearing the initial sound in words and beginning to hear more sounds
· Thinking of an idea that we want to write down. Having a go at sounding out the words.

· Finding the word that rhymes
· Talking about our favourite stories what we liked about them
Parents please would you:

· Play lots of games with sounds such as hearing the initial sound and hearing more of the sounds in a word
· Have a go at writing them down, one after the other

· Write in lower case letters and try to use the correct formation

· Write for different meaningful purposes e.g. a shopping list, a card, a letter, a lost poster, a recipe, instructions


	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Making sure we can recognise and order numbers to 10
· Ordering 2 or more items by size, weight, length, capacity

· Matching the correct number to the amount we have counted carefully

· Using objects to work out number problems and recording our ideas using pictures
Parents please would you:

· Use the language of more and fewer, altogether and total in your play with number

· Work on recognising numbers to 10 and beyond if already confident

· Count out different amounts of objects e.g. can you get me 3? Can you get me 7? Which number has more objects? So which is the bigger number?

	Understanding the World 
We will be: 

· Asking questions about the things that we observe in our natural environment

· Making moving pictures or toys using junk modelling 
· Parents please would you:

· Encourage the children to take notice of and enjoy nature, finding and handling with care any insects or plants. 

· Looking and describing what they see, e.g., the different shapes of the leaves or the habitat the animals live in
· Finding out more about the animals in their local environment by using the internet to ask questions or by using books with factual information

· Go to a new place of nature you’ve never been to before
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Making choices about our creative expressions
· Using junk modelling to create a moving toy

· Playing lots of simple movement games

· Exploring how we can move safely around obstacles and change direction
Parents please would you:
· Play some physical games, talking about winning/loosing/taking part
· Set up an obstacle course, time yourself – can you go any faster? What happens to your body when you exercise?

· Draw/paint/create. Go to a gallery – which art did you like best? Can you make a new piece of art every week? Create your own art gallery at home
