	Personal, Social & Emotional development
We will be: 

· Beginning to join up our play with others 
· Focusing on waiting our turn and sharing

· Talking about our feelings if things go wrong

· Thinking about ways we use our hands positively in the Nursery

Parents please would you:
· Talk about how to make friends, share toys and ask for help if they need anything
· Encourage children to respond appropriately if they do not get what they want immediately and talk about being patient and thinking about others.
	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Talking about our own experiences and own celebrations
· Talking about the special celebrations of Diwali and Christmas
Parents please would you:
· Talk about your own celebrations as a family, what do you do and how do you celebrate? Are there any special signs or symbols that are important to you like there are in the Church for example?
	Physical Development 
We will be:
· Becoming more independent in toileting and dressing including coats and zips.
· Moving with confidence in different ways over climbing equipment

· Using a range of mark making tools to begin writing our own name and drawing simple pictures with 2D shapes
Parents please would you:

· Teach your child to actively put on their own coat, hat, scarf and attempt their own zip or buttons
· Help with dressing if they are not independent already

· Explore the local parks and experiment in moving in different ways, talking about being safe in the way we move
	Religious Education:
We will be:
· Learning about Diwali as an important celebration for Hindu people
· Learning about the importance of Christmas as a time of year to celebrate the birth of Jesus
· Learning about Advent and how people waited for Jesus to arrive
Parents please would you:

· Talk about a celebration that is important to you and your family

· Look at photos of that special time of year and focus on particular food that you eat or any traditions that you hold.


	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Continue with our name recognition and name writing
Parents please would you:

· Work on name writing at home with 1 capital letter only and gently encouraging the children to begin to form the letters with the right letter formation if they can

· Make lots of opportunities to tell stories and draw pictures about the stories you make up. Encourage children to use simple 2D shapes to help them draw. 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Recognising, counting and ordering numbers with a particular focus on 1,2,3 
· Focusing on counting with 1-1 correspondence, knowing the last number we say indicates the number in the set

· Use language for measurement, such as tall or short, heavy or light, long or short
Parents please would you:

· Sing lots of number songs
· Make counting fun- how many aeroplanes can you spot? How many blue cars today? How many shoes are in the shoe rack?
	Understanding the World 
We will be: 

· Thinking about the changes in the season and what is happening to the trees as a sign of Winter
· Learning about celebrations in our own and another culture
· Thinking about children and families around the world that might not have lots of toys at Christmas
Parents please would you:

· Go on lots of nature walks looking at changes
· Involve the children in giving some food to a food bank or a charitable donation of your choice.
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Exploring camouflage using different materials related to our story Dear Zoo

· Looking at colour and pattern with Rangoli patterns and Diva lamps

· Using different materials during Christmas themed crafts

Parents please would you:
· Paint

· Draw

· Create something in 3D 
· Pretend to be different animals

· Make up imaginative stories with the children’s toys
