	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Expressing preferences for things we like
· Listening to simple instructions, stories, songs and rhymes
· Joining in with repeated actions, and phrases 
Parents please would you:
· Talk to the children about what they like to play with most

· Talk about how to share toys 

· Talk about how the children can ask for help if they need anything
	Physical Development 
We will be:
· Using a range of different mark making equipment

· Moving safely around the Nursery
· Taking part in personal self-care such as toileting and hand washing
Parents please would you:

· Make sure you have a range of different pens, pencils, paints, brushes and other art equipment at home
· Encourage lots of mark making and creative projects
· Establish a good routine for hand-washing

	Religious Education:
We will be:
· Focusing on the Church as a special place.
· Thinking about new beginnings and being welcomed into the Church and how an important ceremony is when they are baptised 

· Reflecting on new beginnings and thinking about what we are looking forward to in the Nursery
Parents please would you:

· Talk about new beginnings and being brave about starting a New school
· How do you make someone feel welcome in your home?

· Walk past a local Church and look at the building
· What do you notice? 

	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Beginning to recognise our name

· Listening to stories with increasing interest and starting to join in with retelling them as a group
· Holding a book the right way up and turning the pages 1 by 1
Parents please would you:

· Encourage a joy for books and reading by sharing a book every day. 

· Please write a comment in the reading journal. Practise some name writing at home
· Talk about the writing you see around you for example on the front of buses, on the tube. What do the words say? What do they mean? 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· singing number songs 
· counting objects 1-1 in meaningful contexts
Parents please would you:

· go on a number hunt on the way to and from school –Which numbers can you see? Which numbers are important to you? What are the numbers being used for?
· Make opportunities to use numbers and shapes in meaningful situations at home, such as counting if you have enough oranges to have 1 each. 

· Touch an item and say the number name at the same time to count carefully
	Understanding the World 
We will be: 

· thinking about our own homes and the homes of the animals in the stories we read
Parents please would you:

· explore your local area. What different kinds of housing can you see? What kinds of businesses or shops are near you? What other places can you find near your house? 
· Choose a favourite animal that you want to learn more about – where does it live? What does it like to eat? What does it look like when it is young? How does it move? Compare it to how we move, eat, where we sleep.
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Exploring different materials and textures through materials such as paint, water and playdough, sand.
· Joining in with songs

· Beginning to make believe by pretending
Parents please would you:

· Choose a song to learn off by heart
· Play games at home, where you act as a different character

· Make something new using recycling. Think about how you will join the items.
