	Mathematics

Our topic focus will be measurement. Some things we will cover include:

· Estimating, measuring and drawing length in centimetres and metres
· Finding perimeter in centimetres and metres

· Measuring mass and reading scales in grams and kilograms 

· Measuring volume and capacity in litres and millilitres 

Students will be learning the fast recall of multiplication tables. We will also be focusing on 6 & 4 multiplication tables. 
Students will be encouraged to use a range of strategies in maths including the use of manipulative resources such as counters, number lines and number squares. 
	Science

In science, we will be completing scientific investigations to find waterproof materials, and testing to see which materials float.
We will be gathering, recording, classifying and presenting data in a variety of ways.  

	History & Geography

In history we will be learning about the history of London, in particular the Isle of Dogs, and how it has developed into the neighbourhood it is today.
In geography our focus will be on our local area, including the use of maps and compass points.
