	Science:
Science topics: States of matter. 

We will:

· Explore the processes of freezing, melting, condensing and evaporating. 

· Learn about the water cycle. 

· Investigate what can happen when gases are trapped. 

· Carry out a variety of experiments to aid our learning and understanding.

· Discuss the above with your child and share any knowledge.

	Computing:
We will be using Scratch software to:
· Develop an understanding of coding. 
· Create a variety of games and programs. 
· Design and create games for other children to play. 
· Recreate games that have already been made, changing some of the properties.

· We will develop our understanding of how to use Windows applications effectively.

	History / Geography:
We will be learning about:
