	Personal, Social & Emotional development
We will be:

· Continuing to focus on following ‘The Golden Rules.’
· Asking questions that link to a theme and help gain better understanding
· Exploring new ways to resolve problems, finding a compromise.

Parents please would you:

· Ask your child to tell you ways that they can resolve a problem
	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Discuss the different roles of the different emergency services

· Talk about plastic pollution, discuss ways that we can help reduce plastic pollution

· Think of questions that we would like to ask the fire fighters before our trip.
Parents please would you:
· Ask your child to help you separate and sort the recycling at home

	Physical Development 
We will be:

· Junk modelling to create, specialist equipment for doctors, police, fire-fighter. Stethoscope, walkie talkie, fire extinguisher etc
· Completing an obstacle course and create police ID badges
Parents please would you:

· Bring in as much recycling as possible 

	Religious Education: 
We will be:
· Creating Liturgical calendars
· Learning The Lord ’s Prayer.
· Exploring the feast of the Epiphany
Parents please would you:

· Talk to your child about the different months and seasons of the year.

	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Continuing to use our phonetic knowledge to support our writing. 

· Learning to read and write high frequency words.

· Explore different genres of books
Parents please would you:
· Practise reading and writing the high frequency word flashcards 
· When listening to your child read, ask them questions about what is happening on the pages.
	Mathematics 
We will be: 

· Creating patterns of two or three objects
· Finding numbers that are one more and one less than a given number

· Putting two items in order, of height or length

Parents please would you:
· Practise counting and asking child what number comes before or after a number.

	Understanding the World 
We will be:

· Discussing different things that the people who help us do.
· Talking about when is the right time to call 999.
· Talking about different materials that can be recycled 
Parents please would you:

· Ask child to help you to sort out the recycling
· Talk about all the different people in your child’s life that help them, not just the emergency services.
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Becoming fire-fighters and role playing how we can put out a fire.
· Looking at the different uniforms and special equipment that are used by the people who help us.
Parents please would you:

· Encourage your child to act out different scenarios at home 
· Ask your child to make a fire engine or walkie talkie at home, out of recycling
