	Nursery – Caterpillar Class                Spring Term B 2021/2022                Topic: People Who Help Us
Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support them.

	Personal, Social & Emotional Development
We will be: 

· Developing our ability to follow rules and be assertive, particularly in relation to personal safety.
· Developing our sense of responsibility and community by learning about people who help us and how we can help others.  
· Continuing to learn to talk about our feelings using words and actions.
Parents please would you:
· Talk to the children about the people who help them every day, both at home and in school.
· Discuss people who help us when there is a problem, e.g., the emergency services. 
· Talk to the children about what they can do to help others and how this makes them feel.
· Discuss with the children things that they can do to stay safe at home.
	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Continuing phase 1 phonics where we will be tuning into sounds, listening and remembering sounds, and talking about sounds.
· Learning to understand questions and instructions with two parts. 
· Learning to express our point of view with friends and adults.
Parents please would you:
· Continue to play simple rhyming games and sound matching games.
· Find opportunities to give instructions with two parts, e.g. ‘Take your plate to the sink and wash your hands.’
· Include children in family discussions and encourage them to use words and actions to express their opinion.
	Understanding the World 

We will be: 

· Learning about why adults have jobs and what this means. 
· Learning about the different occupations of people who help us.
· Talking about occupations within our family history.
· Exploring forces that we can see and feel. 

Parents please would you:

· Ask the children about how they help their friends at school, and explain what you do to help others when you are not at home. 

· Talk to the children about the different jobs of family members and how they help others at work.
· Explore forces at home such as balloon rockets and rolling toy cars down a sloped surface.
	Religious Education
We will be:
· Learning that when Jesus grew up he went to heaven so that he can look after us forever. 

· Learning about the Easter story and why we celebrate Lent.
· Learning about the symbols of Lent and how this is celebrated.

Parents please would you:

· Talk to the children about the signs of spring and how we know when spring has arrived. You can also explain that Easter occurs in spring.  

· Ask the children to talk about one thing that they would like to do for Lent, e.g., saying thank you or taking turns. 
· Consider having a family prayer time every evening for Lent.   

	Literacy
We will be:
· Learning to read our name.
· Continuing to practise writing our name.
· Using lots of opportunities to write, such as thank you cards to people who help us and “prescriptions”.

· Continuing to develop our phonological awareness and learning to apply some print knowledge to our mark making.
Parents please would you:

· Continue writing together and discussing what the marks mean, e.g., writing cards and labelling drawings. 
· Read story books on new topics to help develop the children’s vocabulary.
· Play sound ‘I Spy’ to help the children identify the first sound in familiar words, e.g. ‘I spy something beginning with ‘e’.’ Talk about other words which have the same initial sound. 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Recognising a small group of objects without having to count.
· Using informal language to identify every day patterns.
· Continuing to link numerals and amount.

· Continuing to explore 2D shapes.

· Learning to use words to describe positions and locations.
Parents please would you:

· Play a ‘hidden objects’ game. Hide objects under a bowl/box and ask the children to tell you how many there are without counting.
· Encourage the children to use words such as spotty and pointy to describe familiar patterns, e.g., clothing and bedding.
· Go on a familiar walk and encourage the children to describe the route, e.g., the tree is in front of the shop.
	Physical Development 

We will be:
· Doing exercise and observing the effect that this activity has on our bodies. 

· Continuing to hold pencil correctly using good control.

· Manoeuvering large construction items, matching our physical abilities to the activity or game. 

· Exploring healthy foods and how to take care of our teeth. 
Parents please would you:

· Provide real life opportunities for mark making at home, e.g., ask them to write the shopping list.

· Play ‘Simon Says’ incorporating different movements, e.g., hopping, crawling, jumping. 

· Talk about why we brush our teeth and the importance of strong, healthy teeth.
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will be:
· Practising adding lines and shapes to our drawings to represent ideas and objects.
· Learning to express our thoughts and feelings.

· Continuing to create imaginative small worlds using animals, dolls, and construction blocks, etc. 
Parents please would you:
· Encourage the children to role play and explore their favourite jobs, making props from everyday items. 
· Provide pens and pencils, asking the children to talk about what they are drawing and point to different objects. 

· Read story books and ask the children to use their words and actions to tell you how the story makes them feel.
