	Year: 1                              Topic:  Spring - Planting and Growing           Autumn  Term: Spring B 2020
This half term Year One will be studying Spring – Planting and Growing. Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support the work done in school.

	English:
Our ideas for writing will come from spring and nature. 
We will be:

· Writing simple adjective – noun – verb poems. E.g. Funny dog barking. We will explore some adverbs to try and improve our writing. 

· Writing acrostic poems using spring words. E.g. Flowers F is for fun, L is for etc. 

· Learning some poems off by heart. E.g. The Nut Tree by Julia Donaldson. 

· Illustrating poems with images. 

· Imagining ourselves as different spring creatures and plants. What would it be like to be a seed?

Parents please would you:

·  Look for a children’s poetry book at the library or search for some children’s poems.

· The Nut Tree poem by Julia Donaldson can be found online. The first line is “small brown hard round”.  
· Practice rhyming with your child. Let them give you a word e.g. Mog and list of some rhyming words for them e.g.
	Maths:
This term we will be: 
· Exploring equal groups. Discussing what makes groups equal and unequal. 
· Finding totals using repeated addition e.g. 2+2+2 = 6

· Introducing multiplication by describing equal groups e.g. 3 equal groups of 2 equals 6. 3 x 2 = 6.

· Introducing division by sharing amounts. E.g. 8 shared equally between 2 groups equals 4 in each group. 

· At the end of the term we will look at money and counting amounts. 

· Finally, we will look at weight and describing objects as heavier and lighter. 
Parents please would you:
· Practice sharing amounts, you might share things between siblings and family members. 

·  Recognise and name coins. Practice counting amounts of coins. First count only amounts of 1p coins. Then 2ps, 5ps, 10ps. 
	Science:
This term we will be exploring plants and growing. 
We will be:

· Learning the names of the different parts of plants. 

· Planting a variety of seeds. 

· Experimenting to test different growing conditions. 
· Eventually harvesting and using some of the plants we grow. 
Parents please would you:
· Take care of any plants that we send home. 
· Point out and discuss some of the signs of spring with your child. 


	ICT:
We will be using computer programmes to create and share music:
We will use Purple Mash to
· Sequence sounds from different instruments.
· To experiment with volume and creating repeating beats. 
· To sequence instruments and use pattern to create music.

Finally, we will use an online music game called ‘Isle of Tunes’ to put everything we’ve practiced together. 

Parents please would you:

· Log in to Purple mash and explore the music and sound games with your child.  The apps are called 2Beat, 2Sequence, 2Explore. Emphasize the importance of pattern in creating a tune. 
· Isle of Tunes can be found online and can be played on both Ipads and desktops.  

	Geograhy:
We will be:
· Learning about the area around our school. 
· Beginning to make simple maps to show the local area. 

· Completing surveys about our school and local area. E.g. How far away different landmarks are? How do people get to school? 

· Using google earth to explore our local area from a bird’s eye view. 

Parents please would you:

· Use google earth with your children. 

· See what landmarks you can find. Can children find your own home on google street view?


	R.E: 

We will be learning about:

· The main principles of Sikhism, Where Sikhs worship, the 5 Ks. 

· Shrove Tuesday and the reasons behind making pancakes. 

· The events of holy week.

· The events of good Friday and why it is important for Christians. 

Parents please would you:

· Help your children take part in some of the celebrations. 


	Personal, Social, Citizenship, Health Education: 

We will be:

· Using stories to talk about feelings such as loneliness, sadness, and anger. 

Parents please would you:

· Talk to your child about how they are feeling about school. 
· How they are feeling about their friendship groups. 

	P.E: 

Focus

We will be:

· Playing competitive games to explore winning, losing, and teamwork. 
· Creating movements to go along with poems we have been reading.
·  Parents please would you:

· Ensure your child has the correct PE kit in school. Each item must be clearly labelled with your child’s name. PE kits remain in school for the duration of the half term.
	Music:
We will be:     
· Singing Spring songs.
· Creating music using patterns.
Parents please would you:

· Allow your child to perform new songs to you.

	Art /Design Technology:
We will be:

· Using junk modelling to create a model plant. Labelling roots, stem, petals, leaves. 

Parents please would you:

· Build up a stock of junk modelling material (cereal boxes)
