· Counting in 2, 5 and 10.
· Describing numbers and amounts as more than, less than, and the same as, other numbers and amounts. 
· Using tally charts to record information. 

· Learning number bonds to 10 and then to 20. 
Parents please would you:
· Practice number bonds to the point of instant recall. We are focusing on bonds to ten and will progress on to bonds to twenty. 
· Practice chanting up in twos, fives, and tens. 
	Science:
This term we will be exploring the habitats and diets of worms.
· What habitats do different animals need to survive. 
· What types of foods do different animals prefer. 

· Features of worms. 

Parents please would you:
· Allow your child to investigate different kinds of insects.  
	ICT:
We will be using Colour Magic (similar to MS Paint) to:

· Create images from the story.

· Learning how to use different brush effects. 
· Learning how to change between colours and brush sizes.
