Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support them.               

	Personal, Social & Emotional development
We will be:
· Thinking about the behaviours that we and others do not like and what the consequences of these are.

· Saying when we need help or when we don’t.

· Taking turns with others, listening to others ideas for new ways to organise our ideas.

Parents please would you:

·  Play a turn taking board game,

· Ask your child if they would like help writing their sentences or if they can sound it out by themselves.
· Talk to your child about how they are feeling at the moment and discuss ways to deal with uncomfortable feelings. 
	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Trying to answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions.
·  Having a good guess at what might happen next after listening to stories.
· Thinking of our own stories and explanations and making links to real life events.
Parents please would you:
· When reading, ask your child ‘why do you think that happened?’ Or ‘how do you know that?’

	Physical Development 
We will be:

· Talking about ways to keep healthy and safe.
· Moving in different ways e.g crawling like mini beasts!
· Working on how we safely negotiate spaces.

Parents please would you:

· Play a game of ‘Simon Says’ - wiggle like a worm or flap your wings like a butterfly!
· Find a way each day to stay active with your child however you like!
	Religious Education: From Easter to Pentecost
We will be:
· Retelling events of Holy Week

· Talking about Jesus’ death and resurrection
· Showing kindness to others

· Exploring the symbols of Easter

Parents please would you:

· Speak to your child about Jesus’s death and Resurrection.
· Give praise to your child when they show acts of kindness.

	Literacy: 
We will be:
· Using phonics to help read and write simple sentences.
· Asking the children to show some understanding about what they have just read and telling others about what they have been reading.
· Linking sounds and naming the letters of the alphabet.
Parents please would you:
· Keep listening to your child read. 

· Keep practising reading and writing the high frequency word flashcards.
· Allow your child to write their sentences independently, asking them to robot the words themselves. 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Holding a number in our head and counting on or back to find the answer to addition and subtraction questions.

· Creating and describing patterns.
· Describing everyday objects using shapes and size.

· Using money to add and subtract. 

Parents please would you:
· Ask your child to complete some addition and subtraction sums.
· Let your child play with some coins and talk about how much they are worth.
	Understanding the World 
We will be:
· Thinking and talking about different types of mini beasts.
· Exploring where mini beasts live.

· Thinking about what mini beasts eat.
· Looking closely at similarities and differences between mini beasts.
Parents please would you:

· Try to see if you can find a mini beast hunt! If you are not able to you could use google to look up mini beasts or I can provide some I-SPY games.
· Ask your child to do some research on mini beasts that they can share with their peers on google classroom!
	Expressive Arts and Design:
We will be:
· Using role play, art, music and dance to represent our own ideas or feelings.
· Making our own songs, music and dances. Then thinking of ways to change them.
· Experimenting with different colours and trying to add texture to my designs. 
Parents please would you:
· Allow your child to make their own music, using different pots and pans in the house.
· Allow them to make a musical instrument and make up a song to go with it as they play!
