Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support them.

	Personal, Social & Emotional Development
We will be: 

· Continuing to play as part of a group, extending each other’s ideas and agreeing which resources to use.  
· Continuing to learn how to talking about our own feelings and consider the feelings of others.

· Learning about some of the common codes and rules that pirates had within their communities. 

Parents please would you:
· Talk to the children about ways in which they can calm themselves down and make themselves feel better when they are angry or upset. 

· Praise independence and encourage the children to take on new tasks at home in order to help build their confidence and resilience. 
· Talk to the children about some of the rules and routines within our local community and why these are important. 
	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Beginning phase 2 phonics where we will start to learn the most common letters within the English language and the sounds that these make.
· Practising instructions which have two parts.
· Continuing to develop our communication and grammar. 
Parents please would you:
· Play a game of ‘I spy’ using the first sound of the object’s name.
· Have metal or foam letters at home for the children to investigate, e.g., during bath time. 

· Give regular two-part instructions at home, e.g., “Put the bread in the toaster then get the butter.”
· Talk to the children about their day, repeating and recasting what they said to highlight any incorrect tenses or plurals, e.g., ‘runned’ for ‘ran’. 
	Understanding the World 

We will be: 
· Learning about pirates, life at sea and the features of a ship. 
· Learning about the features of the seaside and the different animals and materials that are found there.
· Learning about the differences between different countries.
Parents please would you:

· If you have been to the seaside together, talk to the children about what you saw and did while there.
· Talk to the children about any other countries which you have visited together and how these countries differed from home. 

· Consider visiting the Cutty Sark to learn more about sailing ships. 
	Religious Education
We will be:
· Learning about the meaning and importance of discipleship.
· Learning about the story of the Good Samaritan and what this teaches us. 
· Learning that it is good to be different as God loves us and made us all to be special. 
Parents please would you:

· Talk to the children about the story of the Good Samaritan. Talk about times when people have surprised you with the kindness that they have shown.

· Look at pictures of family members together and talk about what makes each person different and special, e.g., if they live in another country.
· With a small group of friends or family, play a game of “swapping places” by saying “Swap places if you like …”. Discuss the things that makes us different as you play. 

	Literacy
We will be:
· Using our literacy books to continue practising our name writing and mark making.
· Continuing to develop our phonological awareness of different sounds in English.
· Practising letter formation and learning to apply some of our letter knowledge in our writing. 
Parents please would you:

· When mark marking, encourage the children to think about the first sound in a word and apply this to their writing. 
· Help the children to build their small muscle co-ordination by encouraging the use of paints, scissors, cutlery, etc.

· Practise letter formation at home using directional language, such as ‘up’, ‘down’, ‘round’, ‘back’, etc.
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Using our numeracy books to develop our counting skills and practise linking numerals and amounts.
· Continuing to compare the size, weight and capacity of different objects.
· Making and using maps to discuss direction and location.
· Exploring 3D shapes.
Parents please would you:

· Make a map of the garden or living room together and discuss the different locations where you could hide some treasure together. 
· Go on a shape hunt together around the home or garden. 

· Continue providing opportunities for children to compare the size, weight and capacity of everyday objects.
	Physical Development 

We will be:
· Continuing to develop our large muscle groups by playing lots of pirate action games, such as walking the plank and rowing the boat.
· Beginning to take part in more team activities, such as team treasure stealing games. 
· Using drainpipes, boxes and planks to build our own pirate ships.
Parents please would you:

· Play a game of pirate action charades, e.g., scrubbing the deck, hoisting the flag, walking the plank. 
· Use recyclables to build a pirate ship at home. 
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will be:
· Engaging in more complex pretend play by incorporating a story and rule set. 
· Learning and singing new songs. 
· Practising drawing in greater detail by adding more features onto our pirate crafts, such as drawing a jolly roger. 
Parents please would you:
· Engage in pretend play at home, talking about who the characters are and what the rules of the game should be.
· Encourage the children to perform the songs that they have been learning in school for you or other family members.
· Continue providing opportunities for drawing at home, talking to the children about the different shapes that they can use to add more detail, such as a triangle for a roof.
