	Literacy
Writing Composition

· Measurement word problems 
(addition and subtraction)

This half term our multiplication focus will be on 4 and 8 multiplication tables. 
	Science

In science, will be learning about Forces and Magnets.
· Comparing how things move on different surfaces
· Understanding force – push and pull as well as start and stop 

· Friction – fast and slow
· Magnetic objects and magnet strength – attracting and repelling

	History & Geography
